Since the state rabbinical
courts are not legally empowered to rule on these issues, our courts,
operating according to Torah law under the guidance of our great teachers:
Rabbis Shaul Yisraeli, Zalman Nechemia Goldberg, Aharon Lichtenstein, and
Nachum Eliezer Rabinovitch zt”"l, fill this vital need while also incorporating, in
accordance with halachah, the laws of the State of Israel.

With 13 branches, from the Golan Heights in the north to Yeruham

in the south, our courts are highly respected across the Religious
Zionist and Charedi communities, as well as within the Israeli judicial
system, particularly the district courts. The many complex cases
referred to us testify to this recognition as well as to the state’s
system’s heavy caseload.

Our rulings (without identifying details) will soon be published in Bar-
llan University’s Responsa Project.

This cooperation is a tremendous sanctification of G-d’s Name, a step
forward in realizing the prophetic vision, “Zion will be redeemed with
justice,” with pleasantness, professional excellence, and full transparency.
