) Challenging winter zeman in Beit Midrash

The winter zeman of 5784, as we wrote, was extremely challenging. Many of the student
rabbis were called up, some for very long periods. They all sanctified Hashem's name and
endeavored to study and teach both directly and by personal example even while in active
combat service. Thus, they continue in the footsteps of Eretz Hemdah alumni and their wives,
who stood steadfastly in their respective roles. Even alumni who have earned the title of
grandfather volunteered in combat roles with endless dedication.

The summer zeman will be devoted to preparation for the dayanut exam on the Shulhan
Aruch, Hoshen Mishpat part III. Thus, we will complete the fifth cycle (five years in each
cycle) of the study of the fiscal section of the Torah, which also serves as the basis for the
work of the rabbinical courts for monetary disputes.

With Hashem's help, in 5785, the 38th year to Eretz Hemdah's establishment, we will begin
the fifth cycle of study of the Shulhan Aruch, Even HaEzer (three years in each cycle), which
deals with the laws of the Jewish family. This serves as the basis for the work of the rabbinical
courts of the State of Israel, responsible for personal status issues. There is no substitute for
the influence of Eretz Hemdah alumni in both areas, on the level of erudition and on practical
performance. Sanctifying the name of Heaven through actions and personal

example, while constantly striving for a deeper understanding and comprehension

of Torah and its connection to life, form the cornerstone of their modus operandi.

The students studying in the Torah Leadership Program, under the leadership

of Rav Doron Podlashuk and his faithful assistant Rav Yoel Koenigsberg - a graduate of the
program, will also prepare for the exam onthe laws of Pesach and the yom tov, towards
accreditation as Certified City Rabbi.

* The tenth volume of the responsa Bemareh Habazak, the largest
volume in the series, has been published. In this volume, there are deep
discussions and innovations relating to practical topics today. The rulings
were decided following the principles set forth by our rabbis: "Her ways
are ways of pleasantness" and "the power of leniency is preferable."

* The three volumes of Tzofnat Shmuel - King David's Reign are in the
final formatting stages. The series will provide the Sages' perspective,
combined with chiddushim, that shed light on the establishment of the
first independent Jewish state in the days of King David. In doing so, the series illuminates
issues relevant to our time and their interface with halachot pertaining to state and
governance.

* The seventh volume of Living the Halachic Process is already in the final editing stages and
will be published this summer, G-d willing.

* The seventh volume of Hemdat Ha'aretz - a collection of research articles from the beit
midrash addressing issues related to the laws of judges, testimonies, and loans in Shulhan
Aruch, Hoshen Mishpat, will also be printed, G-d willing, this summer.
